A front passed through overnight bringing driving rain and strong winds, which abated at around 2.30 am
allowing some sleep. We had a relaxed morning as the clouds lifted affording a grand-stand view of
Mount Anne. After an early lunch we set off for the summit in bright, sunny weather. We completed the
last part of the ascent in warm dry conditions, which made the airy bits, including some outward sloping
rock shelves above long drops, relatively easy to negotiate. From the summit we enjoyed magnificent
views in all directions and particularly to the south where Federation Peak, Precipitous Bluff and the
Arthur Range were clearly visible. Having conquered our first objective, we were back at Shelf Camp by 3
pm for a relaxed afternoon followed by a clear, starry night. That evening 10 people camped at Shelf
Camp as we learned that the Arthur Range was closed due to bush fires, and some walkers were doing
Mount Anne instead.
